I. DEGREE REQUIREMENTS

DIEU KIEN XET TOT NGHIEP VA CONG NHAN TOT NGHIEP

1. Bachelor degrees are awarded to students who meet the followmg requirements:
Nhitng sinh vién (SV) ¢6 dii cdc diéu kién sau thi diegc trwong xét va cong nhén 16t nghiép:

a. Registered at TTU full time for at least four full semesters
Hoan thanh t6i thiéu 4 ky hoc chinh khéa tai fruong;

b. Completed the requirements of at least one major degree program
Hoan thanh t6i thiéu mét chuyén nganh;

c. Completed at least 128 semester hours for engineering students and 120 semester
hours for all other students
Hoan thanh t6i thiéu 120 tin chi hodc 128 tin chi cho khoa Ky Thudat;

d. Completed at least 60 semester hours at Tan Tao University
Hoan thanh t6i thiéu 60 tin chi tai TTU;

e. Completed all TTU courses satisfying degree requirements with a cumulative grade
pomt average of elective courses at least 1. 67 or higher
Diém tich lity trung binh cdc mén tw chon t6i thiéu dat 1.67;

f. Completed all TTU courses that satisfy major and/or minor requirements (as
designated by the department) and all mandatory courses with grade of at least 2.00
or higher.

Diém cdc mon chuyén nganh va cdc mon bdt budc t6i thiéu dat 2.00;
g. Satisfied the English composition requirement: TOEFL 600 or equivalent;
' Trinh dj tiéng Anh t6i thiéu dat 600 diém TOEFL hodc tuong duong;




h. Completed courses of physical education, national defense education and other
courses required by MoET;
Hoan thanh khéa hoc gido duc thé chat (GDTC), gido duc qubc phong (GDOP) va
cdc mon theo quy dinh cua B6 GD&DT Viét Nam;

i. Demonstrated to be a student in good academic and disciplinary standing who is
not under investigation

2. Students who meet all the requirements in Section 1 must submit an application for
graduation to the Registrar’s Office. The submission must be received by the end of the
students’ last semester. Otherwise, they will not be listed for graduation review. Deans of
the Schools shall check the list of their students applying for graduation and make a
proposal to the Registrar’s Office. The Registrar will confirm it and submit the list to the
~Board for Graduation Appraisal. Based on the decision of the Board of Graduation
Appraisal, the Registrar will submit the list to the President/Provost for issuing Decision on
Degree Recognition. According to the decision, the Registrar will issue a provisional
certificate of graduation to students while they are waiting for their official Degree.

Nhitng SV khong dding ky xét 16t
nghiép sé khong dugc xét tot nghiép. Cdc khoa xét tét nghiép cho SV va giri vé Phong Dao
tao (P.PT) danh sdch SV du diéu kién tét nghiép. P.DT cé6 trdch nhiém kiém tra lai va trinh
Hoi dc‘;ng xét 16t nghiép cua truong xem xét. Cdn cir két lugn cua Hoi dc‘;ng xét 16t nghiép,
P.DT trinh Hiéu truong ky quyét dinh cong nhdn tot nghiép.

II. AWARDING DEGREES/ CAP BANG TOT NGHIEP

1. Bachelor degrees are awarded according students” main field of study. The degrees are
awarded to students only when all personal details and registered number are written
sufficiently and exactly according to regulations of the university. At Tan Tao University,
the graduation classification will be based on Latin Honors. Annually, no more than 30%
of the students of each school (who graduate in January and September of the academic
year) are classified under the Latin Honors. Specifications of Latin Honors and other
recognition are as follows:

e Summa cum laude (hang Xuit sic):
This is issued to students who are the highest five percent of the year’s
graduating majors within «each school and have grade point average from 4.0.
cdp cho 5% sinh vién xudt sdc va cé diém trung binh tich lup tir 4,0.

e Magna cum laude (hang Gidi):
This is issued to students who are the next highest ten percent of the year’s
graduating majors within each school and have grade point average from 3.8 or
higher. ] u
cap cho 10% sinh vién tiép theo va co diém trung binh tich luy tie 3,8 tro lén.

e (Cum laude (hang Kha):
This is issued to students who are the next highest fifteen percent of the year’s
graduating majors within each school and have grade point average from 3.6 or
higher ) ,
cap cho 15% sinh vién tiép theo va cé diém trung binh tich lup tir 3,6 tro lén.

e Otherwise, students shall not be issued honors.

President’s honor for excellency (Danh sdch sinh vién xudt séic do Chu tich Pai hoc chon)
This is issued to students who are selected by the President of the University from students
who have summa cum laude honors.

Cd}o cho.cdc sinh vién xudt sdc nhdt dwoc chinh Chii Tich Hoi Péng Dai Hoc chon va xét
duyét.

If students are eligible for graduation with honors in more than one major, the highest
honors will be given.

Néu sinh vién tot nghiép nhiéu nganh trong mét ndam va déu duwoc xép loai 16t nghiép thi sé
dieoc xep loai cao nhdt ma sinh vién dé dat duoc.

In addition, the President of Tan Tao University will annually select one or two students of
highest graduation classification to grant a scholarship for a master degree. Students with
GPA from 3.9 and higher will be personally interviewed by the President for the
scholarship.

2. Students will not graduate with honors in either of the following cases:
Hang tot nghiép cia nhitng SV c¢6 duwoc xép loai sé bi giam di mot mikc néu bi roi vao mot
trong cdc truong hop sau:

a. The number of courses they have retaken are 02 or higher;
Phai hoc lai tir 2 mén tro lén;

b. They have received discipline equal to or more serious than written warnings.
Da bi ky ludt trong thoi gian hoc tie miec canh cdo tro lén.

3. Students who have not completed the courses of national defense education, physical
education during the maximum time-frame, within a period of five years since the date of
temporary break, return to the university to complete the missing courses to meet all
graduation requirements.
